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The motion passed unanimously by those present.

Dir. Charlesworth reviewed Supt. Cahill's previously distributed Recreation Report. She highlighted the Staff

Appreciation Day for Part Time staff and noted what a great job Edie did making signs, favors and souvenirs
for Staff.

Comm. Bolash asked if JEM’s teen night events are similar to ours in content, age and staffing. Dir.
Charlesworth advised that the age is 7" and 8" grade and that Emily Haeger, our Special Events Supervisor
coordinates with them. She advised she will check with JEM on the logistics for future reference.

Comm. Meehan asked what we do for camps when there are rain out days. Dir. Charlesworth advised that
the Site Directors always plan an alternate activity such as Bowling, Movies or games in the gym in case of
inclement weather.

Ice Arenas:

Dir. Charlesworth reported that we are busy selling fall ice time and noted fall ice adjustments. There was
topic discussion.

Policy:

Comm. Savino moved and Comm. Bolash seconded a motion to waive the reading of the agreement
between Cardinal Drive Church of Christ and the Park District for parking lot use. The motion was
unanimously approved by those present.

Dir. Charlesworth explained the previously distributed contract adjustments made to the agreement and
there was topic discussion. Comm. Savino moved and Comm. Bolash seconded a motion to approve the
Agreement for the Replacement of Parking Lot Located at 2300 Cardinal Drive, RM, IL 60008 for Cardinal
Drive Church of Christ. The motion was unanimously approved by those present.

Comm. Savino moved and Comm. Meehan seconded a motion to waive the reading of the Pathway Access
Easement Agreement. The motion was unanimously approved by those present.



Dir. Charlesworth advised that the easement agreement needed to be formally recorded after it’s signed by
the Church of Christ prior to our donation. She noted that we will be adding additional informational parking
signs for Florey Park. There was topic discussion. Comm. Savino moved and Comm. Meehan seconded a
motion to approve the Pathway Access Easement Agreement between the Park District and the Cardinal
Drive Church of Christ. The motion was unanimously approved by those present.

Comm. O’Brien reported that as the Board requested Planning Resources will translate our Community
survey questions into Spanish for an additional fee of one thousand dollars. For English and Spanish online
data analysis it will be approximately four or five thousand dollars more for the Board recommended online
translation adjustments. There was topic discussion and a suggestion of having a link on our website to the
Community survey. Comm. O’Brien discussed how the translation logistics function and advised that Panning
Resources is still finalizing the survey questions; as soon as they are received he will forward them to all
Board members. There was discussion concerning posing a survey question about supporting a multipurpose
feasibility study versus asking for support of a referendum and specific additional tax increases. There was
discussion regarding which community survey questions would be asked. Comm. O’Brien felt the first
question asked should be regarding support of a multipurpose feasibility study.

Charlesworth advised that residents
of Arlington Heights, Elk Grove, Palatine, and Salt Creek Park Districts receive resident rates for RMPD
hockey programs due to reciprocal agreements. The reciprocal agreements are listed in our catalog. Comm.
O’Brian asked that we put that information on the website. Supt. Klier advised that it is already on the
website.

There was topic discussion regarding a pool admission fee grievance. Dir. Charlesworth advised that after
researching surrounding Park District’s pool fees our District was the better deal. She reported that lane
stanchions have been installed at the pool entrance to stop people from sneaking into the pool without
paying.

There was discussion regarding signage for the swimsuit extractors. Dir. Charlesworth advised she will have
signs posted for the extractor’s use/operation.
